Please note that students who have already registered in 2020 (in January, March or October) are also required to register again.

[Intended Students] This registration is for the following international students at Chiba University:

1)

Interational student who will continue or enroll either as an undergraduate student or a graduate student. (current
and newly-enrolled students)

2)

Interational student who enrolled as a research student by October 2020.

3)

Intemational student who holds a master’s degree and will enroll as a research student in April 2021.
Notice: Research students who will enroll in April 2021 but don't hold a master’s degree cannot register this time.

4)

Intemational student who is currently a MEXT scholarship or government sponsored student whose period of
scholarship ends in March 2021 and who wishes to apply for scholarships starting after April 2021.

[Qualification] Eligible applicants must satisfy all the following conditions:

1) | Intemational student who enrolled in Chiba University as an undergraduate student, a graduate student, or a
research student during a school year when a scholarship is granted.
*(Must hold a “Student Visa”. Applicable to prospective students.)
2) | Intemational student who does not exceed the maximum period allowed for graduation.
Agranted period of leave of absence may be excluded.
3) | Intemational student who is in great academic standing and has never been subject to disciplinary action within the
past one year.

Note Current Students can only register in January and cannot register with new students in March.
